Old Business
Combatting AI:
-Jeff Birdsong spoke with Jordan Adams about how students can still cheat the system with Verity
-Instructors have gone back to scantrons to combat this problem
-How do we address online students? 
-Chip Hammons suggested that students could log in and then there would be a virtualized desktop that instructors would control 
-It is suggested that a task force be formed to work specifically on this issue

Overload pay for In-class and Online:
-Last year faculty senate came up with a formula and was told “no”
-We are up in enrollment 
-We recommend we reassess the formula that was originally used and see if it is feasible and if it is, president and vice president can present this to Dr. Stafford

Building and Grounds

-Update is requested on the status of Ables: are people still displaced?
-Shipley is cooler and the roof has not had any leaks 

New Business
Full time faculty:
-The problem is still adequate pay
-A lot of the current faculty members are teaching over what we should be teaching
-Suggested that department chairs should submit a wish list

Host more events on campus:
-Stafford has requested to have more faculty present for Homecoming 
-Suggested that another event that should be brought back is Quiz bowl, it is a good recruitment event and every department has a chance to be involved

Early alert:
-We need clarity on how those emails are being set up

IT requiring faculty to purchase:
-Currently faculty is responsible for buying any accessory that stops working
-There should be line item for every department to replace electronic accessories that have stopped working

Yuja verity for online proctoring: 
-This is not working well
-Math has requested to use Proctor U
-Yuja was the same price as what they were paying for other online proctoring programs
-The only reason this is being used is because of a grant 


Parking for faculty and staff: 
-Clarity needs to be established on which spaces belong to faculty and which spaces belong to students
-Stafford is even unclear on this 

Employee Handbook:
-Dr. Stafford wants a new employee handbook
-It has been requested that two members from this body be on that committee
-This is separate from the current employee handbook
-Brando has said that this committee would meet every few weeks
-The consensus is that we need more information before we answer this request
